TOWN CENTRE MANAGERS REPORT

LOCAL TRANSPORT STRATEGY
Paul  Griffiths Principle Transport Officer for Cheshire East Council was welcomed to the meeting and spoke on the creation of the Cheshire East Local Transport Plan. Mr Griffiths advised that this would be a 15 year plan and it would be supported by 3 year implementation plans. Local Town  based frameworks would be developed over the next 12- 18 Months one of which would be specific to Knutsford and involve further consultation.
Mr Griffiths asked that a Town Council response be made to the document and agreed that the timescale for responding be extended beyond 21 November.

Resolved that this matter be taken to the next Town Council Meeting to formulate a Town Council Response.

Cllr Gardiner advised that two varieties had been identified that had an Elizabeth Gaskell connection and that whist one variety was considered too large for the plot, a Weeping Ash may be more suitable.
Resolved that the Town Clerk identify the look and costs of a Weeping Ash tree for consideration at the next meeting.

COMMUNITY SHELTER ON THE MOOR
Members discussed an application made by the ‘Friends of the Moor’ Group for the Town Council to fund a Community Shelter on the Moor. Cllr Gardiner suggested that this could be funded in the current year as a streetscene item.
Cllr P Coan felt that the idea was a good one and that the Finance and General Purposes Committee should be asked for the funds. Cllr Heffernan felt that certain aspects of the project required greater consideration in particular the lighting issues.

Resolved that the Finance and General Purposes Committee be requested to identify funding in the current year to support this funding request , subject to the council being satisfied that the lighting concerns were fully resolved.
