GASKELL CELEBRATION AND THE PURCHASE OF HERITAGE PLAQUES
The Town Clerk gave a report on the cost and planning implications for the erection of heritage plaques on Miss Matty’s Tea Shop on Princess Street and Hollingford House on Toft Road.
Resolved that the Town Council commission dark blue heritage plaques to be sited at Miss Matty’s Tea Shop on Princess Street and Hollingford House on Toft Road.

The Town Clerk also gave costings and availability for a sanding team to visit the town on September 29th as part of the Gaskell bicentenary programme.

Resolved that the Town Council engage and finance the sanding team to attend on the day.

YOUTH SHELTER ON THE MOOR
Cllr Gardiner as the Town Councils appointed representative to the ‘Friends of the Moor’ advised members of the groups planned to introduce a shelter which could be used by all residents at different times of the day but may be likely to be categorised as a  place for young people  to congregate. The ‘Friends of the Moor’ had enquired as to the availability of financing from the Town Council for this project.
Resolved that Cllr Gardiner go back to the ‘ Friends of the Moor’ advising that the Town Council was generally supportive of the idea and that the item should be brought back to a subsequent meeting with a view to discussing budgetary provision.

JAPANESE KNOTWEED
Cllr Austin brought to the attention of members the presence of Japanese Knotweed in areas of the town centre notably, Drury Lane, Moorside and Ruskin Way. The Town Centre Manager agreed to find out who was responsible for enforcing removal and report back to the committee.

TOWN CENTRE MANAGER REPORT

The Town Centre Manager advised that Cheshire East Council were now formulating a Code of Practice for the use, by businesses, of ‘A’ boards. The replacement of road name plates raised at an earlier meeting was moving towards a resolution. A meeting to discuss the temporary closure of King Street due to road works was to be discussed at a meeting at the Civic Centre on 20 July 2010 and all members were invited.
The need to weed the beds in King Street car park and the enforcement and provision of drop down curbs were brought to the attention of the Town Centre Manager and it was agreed that the TCM would discuss this matter with Simon Davies at Cheshire East Highways.
