EX CANVAS BAR BUILDING, 93, KING STREET

Concern was expressed regarding the appearance and environmental dangers caused by the deteriorating nature of the building formally occupied by the Canvas Bar at 93, King Street. The Town Clerk advised that he was trying to track down the agent who he believed to be based in London. Cllr Davies and Cllr Gardiner felt that as a listed building, the owner had an obligation to maintain and that the Conservation Officer powers to enforce.

Resolved that a letter be sent to the Environmental Health department at Cheshire East and a second letter to the Conservation Officer at Cheshire East Council advising of the Town Councils concerns.

Resolved that a letter be sent to the owner of the Canvas Lounge, apologising for the confusion caused by previously referring to this building, in error, as the Canvas Lounge.

TOWN CENTRE MANAGERS REPORT

The Town Centre Manager gave her report. It was reported that a new Town Centre Map had been commissioned and that Nancy Hopkins, a Cheshire East Official working in tourism, is working with the Town Centre Manager in developing the Knutsford ‘I’ Guide.
Cllr Gardiner asked if the old signage relating to Macclesfield Borough Council could be re-sited and rebranded to help the Town Plan Implementation team to achieve one of its objectives of enhancing the Town Councils communication.

Cllr Heffernan asked for the Town Centre Manager to look into progress relating to the provision of Dog Bins on Longridge  and parking restrictions around the schools.
Cllr Davies asked about the cleaning schedule for the public toilet on King Street Car Park and the Town Centre Manager advised that the cleaner would normally deal with issues of graffiti.

Cllr Davies also asked about the possibility of a handrail being introduced from Middle Walk to the Moor to aid the public to negotiate the sloping stretch of walkway. The Town Centre manager advised that Kathy Swindells of Cheshire East Council should be contacted regarding this request.

Cllr Mrs Want reminded the Town Centre Manager of the need for remedial action regarding the roundabout signage at Canute Square.

Cllr Austin highlighted the need for remedial action regarding the signage at Pevensey Drive

Issues relating to the churning up of grass verges on Bexton Road  and Higher Downs were discussed.
Resolved that a letter be sent to all Head Teachers asking that they try to request parents to park responsibly and to endeavour to accommodate all long stay visitors within the school parking provision.
