BUDGET AND PRECEPT REQUEST 2011.12
The Town Council considered the recommendation of the Finance and General Purposes Committee relating to budget 2011.12 and the resultant precept request.
Cllr Forbes as Chairman of the Committee spoke regarding the changes in circumstances since F&GP made its recommendation and suggested some minor amendments. As the recommendation from F&PG had referred to the possibility adding additional funding for a shelter on the Moor, this was discussed.
It was felt that the suggested reductions in the budget (£2K) put forward by Cllr Forbes, be left in the budget (contingency line), in order to allow flexibility in providing a grant to the Friends of the Moor Group if this was felt appropriate on the understanding that this monies was not ring-fenced for this specific purpose.

Resolved by a majority vote that a budget of £189,355 and a precept request of £78854  + 9.3% be approved.
