Cllr Forbes reported on the recent works of the Finance and General Purposes Committee noting the work undertaken in dealing with audit queries, the work delegated by KTC to the committee regarding economic recovery funding the need for committees to start to consider budget requirements for the next financial year and the possible need for an additional meeting of the committee later in October to consider tenders for work at 60, King Street.

ENVIRONMENT COMMITTEE REPORT
Cllr Nicholson reported that the Chairperson of Knutsford In Bloom had been invited to the next meeting of the committee, that the old Knutsford In Bloom trophies were being retrieved and that footballer Phil Jagielka had kindly agreed to switch on the Christmas Lights in 2010. Cllr Nicholson advised that the committee had formed two working parties, one to consider ideas for economic recovery and the second to consider how best to influence the management of the Moor Pool.

COUNCILLOR SURGERIES
Members discussed the feasibility of the format and location of the monthly councillor surgeries. It was felt that there were significant advantages in continuing with the surgeries and that the location of the library whilst not ideal was, it was a public place with good footfall and should be continued with.
It was discussed that issues raised to individual councillors was not currently discussed and that it would be beneficial to feedback the matters raised at the surgeries if appropriate.

Resolved that an agenda item would be placed on subsequent Town Council meetings to feedback issues raised at the Councillor surgery.
Resolved that a suitable sign be purchased to help promote the surgeries in the future.

Cllr Aldhouse as Chairman of the Personnel Committee advised that he felt the matter was fully within the normal scope of the role of Town Clerk to organise.

CHESHIRE EAST COUNCILLOR REPORT
Cheshire East Councillor Steve Wilkinson gave an update of activity at Cheshire East Council including plans to  secure funding following the disbanding of the North West Development Agency and the consequences of some of the services likely to be cut due to budget restrictions. Cllr Wilkinson advised that the Sustainable Community Strategy for Cheshire East had now been published and also that Cheshire East was considering the benefits of introducing minimum pricing for alcohol. The future of the Cinema was reported to be still under discussion. Cllr Wilkinson advised of the work of the Promote Knutsford Group  which was working to try to secure up to £3k to promote visitor attractions and reported that Knutsford may well be a pilot town for Cheshire East in delivering visitor information through commercial outlets.
Members suggested ways of delivering tourist information including the use of the council office building, the Civic Centre and suggested advertising at Manchester Airport.

Cllr Heffernan asked Cllr Wilkinson about the availability of Skate Park safety reports and street lights but it was agreed that these matters be discussed after the meeting.
