MID CHESHIRE TRAIN LINE

Sally Buttifant, Rail Partnership Officer for the Mid Cheshire Line addressed the meeting. Ms Bullifant spoke of the importance of partnership working highlighting recent initiatives with Knutsford High School. Concern was expressed regarding the condition of the rolling stock, crowded conditions and of the timetable reliability. Ms Bullifant advised that the Rail Partnerships  vision was to see new rolling stock and a half hourly service but that this only going to be likely if already healthy passenger numbers increased further, hence the need to promote the line and link promotion to tourism opportunities.
