ENVIRONMENT COMMITTEE REPORT AND MINUTES

Cllr Holbrook reported on North West In Bloom judging, highlighting the successes of Winstanley House and the Stanley Centre in winning awards and proposing a donation be made to the Scouts for their help in clearing weeds prior to the event, it was felt that this should be considered by the Finance and General Purposes Committee in the usual way.
Cllr L A Want wished to congratulate Longridge on winning and award under a separate application.

FINANCE AND GENERAL PURPOSES COMMITTEE REPORT AND MINUTES

Cllr Forbes reported on the recent works of the Finance and General Purposes Committee including the appointment of the Deputy Chairman and a new procedure to deal with out of date cheques. Cllr Forbes reported that unbudgeted expenditure had been authorised at the last meeting to promote the town centre to the tune of £2000 and that the Committee would be considering at its meeting on 14 September a significant contingent liability relating to property going back over a period of time which had now come to light and which had implications for current year expenditure falling within budget.

PLANNING AND LICENSING COMMITTEE REPORT AND MINUTES
Cllr Raynes updated members on the workings of the Planning and Licensing Committee, bringing members attention to a report by English Heritage identifying Knutsford Conservation Areas as being at risk.
Cllr Raynes also advised members that the committee was also undertaking to present views from the council in response to a document received regarding the review of the Regional Spacial Strategy.

Cllr Austin brought members to the attention of a letter recently received from Ian Bunn 9Cheshire East Building Control) and concluded that everything that could be done within the legal framework was being done.
Cllr Hamman was gratified for the support of Cllrs Austin and Aldhouse and registered regret that the existing legislation introduced in 2004 relating to a timeframe for completion did not apply to buildings under the 2000 legislation within which this development fell.

DISABILITY ACCESS TO THE COUNCIL CHAMBER
Cllr Lever advised that he had little to report . Cllr L A Want suggested moving downstairs to be the best option. Debate continued as to the merits of introducing a stair lift, the Town Clerk advised that this option had been pursued and found to be unsuitable due to width restrictions.

Resolved that a working group consisting of the Town Clerk, Cllrs Gardiner, L A Want, Lever and P Coan arrange a meeting with Cheshire East Officers to take this matter forward.

CIVIC INVITATION LIST
Concern was expressed that the proposed list still wasn’t ideal and appeared to have a gender bias and inconsistency between church groups.
Resolved that all councillors send their suggestions to the Town Clerk for the compilation of a further proposed list.

CHRISTMAS LIGHTS
The Town Clerk had provided a report which proposed that £10000 be allocated into the Council budget for both 2010/11 and 2011/12 to allow specifically for the purchase of replacement Christmas lights for the town centre to allow for the Christmas Sub- Committee to consider a lease purchase arrangement when considering its purchase options. Cllr Forbes asked as to the need to a tendering process to be undertaken. The Town Clerk advised that 3 quotes were currently being sought and that a tendering process would depend on the overall value of the order which was dependant on the matter currently under discussion.
Resolved that the proposal be accepted and that £10000 be allocated into the Council budget for both 2010/11 and 2011/12 to allow specifically for the purchase of replacement Christmas lights for the town centre.

CHESHIRE EAST COUNCILLOR REPORT
Cllr Wilkinson was present and addressed the meeting. Cllr Wilkinson advised that Aldi plans were now approved and that during the process he had personally sought assurances that the highways concerns expressed by many had been addressed to the satisfaction of the Cheshire East Northern Planning Committee.
Cllr Wilkinson was pleased to hear that the Town Council was planning to pass comment regarding the Local Development Framework review.

Cllr Wilkinson advised that the first public meeting of the Knutsford and Bucklow Local Area Partnership would take place 4.30pm 11 September at Egerton School, Knutsford and that the target areas for the LAP had been identified as Road Safety, Children’s Welfare, Rural Transport and healthcare development. 

Cllr Wilkinson advised that a new head of Planning had now been appointed in Cheshire East and that Cllr Wilkinson would be pleased to attend any meeting the Town Council organised with Cheshire East.

Cllr Aldhouse reported that the survey results were now published and available on the Town Plan and Town Council websites. The Steering group was now encouraging the working groups to add proposals which would be drawn together into an action plan. The group planned to meet in early October to consider draft proposals. Cllr Gardiner has needed to resign from the steering group due to pressing work commitments and the Steering Group was seeking the appointment of a replacement representative from the Town Council.

It was acknowledged that the agenda item didn’t allow for an appointment to be made but that Cllr Raynes should assume the role with a formal appointment made at the next meeting.
