DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

PLANNING APPLICATIONS
Cllr Gardiner left the chamber during consideration of planning applications 10/2380, 10/2402, 10/2444 and 102490.

Cllr L A Want left the chamber during consideration of planning application 10/2798. 

22 applications considered.   There were no objections, subject to neighbours views, in relation to planning applications numbered10/2454, 10/2709, 10/2346, 10/2717, 10/2754, 10/2362, 10/2712, 10/2794, 10/2327, 10/2548, 10/2835, 10/2380, 10/2402 and 10/2490.  The following comments were made in respect of the remainder:
PLAN No: 10/2667

LOCATION:  59 CRANFORD AVENUE, KNUTSFORD

The Town Council had no objection in principle to this application, subject to neighbours views but would comment on the differing fenestration between the front and rear of the property.

PLAN No: 10/2716

LOCATION:  6 SEYMOUR CHASE, KNUTSFORD
The Town Council had no objection in principle to this application, subject to neighbours views but would comment that a sloping roof would be more suitable in this development.
PLAN No: 10/2790

LOCATION:  7 CHURCH MEWS, KNUTSFORD

The Town Council had no objection in principle to this application, subject to neighbours views but would comment that the rear dormer window will overlook the neighbouring properties.

PLAN No: 10/2798

LOCATION:  ST JOHNS WOOD SCHOOL, KNUTSFORD

The Town Council had no objection in principle to this application, but would ask Cheshire East Council as the responsible authority to consider the issue of public disturbance which has been raised by neighbours.

PLAN No: 10/2444

LOCATION:  11 BRANDON DRIVE, KNUTSFORD

The Town Council had no objection in principle to this application, subject to neighbours views but would request that the hours of work be restricted to minimise disruption.

PLAN No: 10/2371

LOCATION: 4, PRINCESS STREET, KNUTSFORD

The Town Council recommended refusal of this application on the basis of the signage being overbearing and inappropriate for the street-scene, detracting from the Conservation Area rather than enhancing it and as such agree with the views of the Conservation Officer. 

It was agreed that a letter also be sent to The Conservation Officer that the Town Council have no recollection of an application for the hearing aid signage.
PLAN No: 10/2055

LOCATION: 48 CRANFORD AVENUE, KNUTSFORD

The Town Council recommended refusal of this application on the basis;
During discussions it became apparent that there has been a change of use of the land for which the Town Council do not recall receiving notice of an application for such a change. The inclusion of this area of land as part of the application site has facilitated this development, allowing it to take place. The Town Council notes that there is no distinct means of vehicular access to this additional dwelling. The Town Council is concerned by the scale of the development and question the imbalance of the fenestration compared to that of the original structure.

PLAN No: 10/2743

LOCATION: 94 KING STREET, KNUTSFORD

The Town Council recommended refusal of this application on the basis of the doorway changes being detrimental to the character of the building and being a significant alteration to this important listed building. 

 In addition the Town Council would make the following comments; if the Planning Authority did grant permission to this application the Town Council would wish to highlight the importance of retaining the historical internal features. The Town Council would draw the attention of the Planning Authority to the work which already appears to be taking place at this property without listed building consent.

The Committee also agreed that an email should be sent to Cheshire East Council highlighting the need to retain the pedestrian access to the rear of the shops on Minshull Street.
