PLANNING APPLICATIONS
Cllr Gardiner left the chamber during consideration of planning application 10/2556 

11 applications considered.   There were no objections, subject to neighbours views, in relation to planning applications numbered 10/2974, 10/2926, 10/2925, 10/2793, 10/3056, 10/2556 and 10/3173.  The following comments were made in respect of the remainder:
PLAN No: 10/2775

LOCATION:  36A PRINCESS ST, KNUTSFORD
The Town Council had no objection in principle to this application, subject to neighbours views, however the Town Council was concerned by the design of the shutters and the resultant impact on the street scene and would request that the planners work with the applicant in agreeing a more sympathetic shutter design.
PLAN No: 10/2460

LOCATION: CRANFORD COURT, KING ST, KNUTSFORD

The Town Council had no objection in principle to this application, subject to neighbours views, however, would make the following observations:-

1) The numbers of disabled parking spaces should be in line with established standards pro rata to the overall size of the car park.

2) The car park should incorporate cycle racks.

3) It should be made clear that the car park is free for the first ninety minutes as was clear in the previously approved application.

4) The entire site should be made tidy at the end of the development including the areas not developed.

5) Any Section 106 funding should be directed to include pedestrian access linking with other existing walkways at Church Walk and Brandon Drive to lessen the need for traffic movements.

6) The traffic access should be resolved to the satisfaction of the Cheshire East Highways.

PLAN No: 10/3000

LOCATION:  8 CRANFORD AVE, KNUTSFORD

The Town Council had no objection in principle to this application, subject to neighbours views, however they noted the observations with regard to access to the rear and the curtilage of the property and suggest that the planning authority investigate the aspect. 

PLAN No: 10/1786

LOCATION: 6 MOORSIDE, KNUTSFORD, WA16 6EU

The Town Council had no objection in principle to the rear extension, subject to neighbours views. Whilst the Town Council raised no objection in principle to the porch, they noted that it forms an interesting aspect to the street scene of Knutsford and would therefore request that the planners consider the detail of the design, to ensure that the street scene is not adversely affected.  .
